ast Asia faces the challenging 
contrasts of Buddhism, 
Communism, Islam, and 

Consumerism. It includes one of the 
world’s leading missionary-sending 
churches (South Korean) yet is home 
to countries where the persecution 
of believers is a terrible reality.   
In spite of challenges to faith, the 
recently pioneered Mongolian 
movement is now staffed by 
indigenous workers and the once-
flourishing Chinese movement is 
rebuilding.
